Tourism, having been assessed as a Level 1/2 activity within the country’s risk adjusted framework.  This means the industry faces a significant period of constrained activity unless measures can be put in place to mitigate transmission risk.  The current risk rating is based on Business as Usual Specifications. However, there is an opportunity for the sector to “de-risk” itself by –
· Implementing health protocols that are broadly accepted,
· Incorporating a sub-sector approach to health mandates,
· Assessing sub-sectors into different risk categories,
· Differentiated regional risk ratings.

Tourism can be divided into categories with subsections each with a different risk assessment.
