Acaycia cyclops, Rooikrans (up to 6m) – category 1b
Acacia saligna, Port Jackson (up to 9m) - category 1b
Acacia longifolia, Long leaved wattle, langblaar (up to 7m) – category 1b
Eucalyptus – category 1b if within riparian areas, a protected area, within an ecosystem identified for conservation or in Fynbos
Acacia mearsnii, black wattle (up to 15m) – category 2
Myoporum tenuifolium subsp montanum, Manatoka (3m) – category 3

National Environmental Management Biodiversity Act Category (Act no 109 of 2004)
Category 1 b: invasive species which must be controlled and wherever possible removed and destroyed. Any form of trade/planting is strictly prohibited
Category 2 – invasive species deemed to be potentially invasive, in that a permit is required to carry out a restricted activity. It includes commercially important species such as pine, wattle and gum trees. Plants in riparian areas are category 1b
Category 3 – species may remain in prescribed areas. Further planting, propagating/trade is however prohibited. Plants in riparian areas are category 1b
