MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

Infrastructure and Maintenance

Shirley will check on broken signage in the village.
Boardwalks have been repaired and oiled, but the Rotunda boardwalk still needs more attention.
Signage for “use at own risk” needs to be erected at these boardwalks.
Speed dips need to be painted.
Damage to ablution facility at Castle Beach has been repaired.
Municipality has trimmed all verges.

The following points were noted:

Littering remains a huge problem. Ald. Coetzee agreed to check the contract of workers cleaning the streets in Eluxolweni to ascertain if they can be employed in the village.  

Any garden refuse collected by a contractor should be taken to Gansbaai dump.  Where possible, the committee should take note of any violation in this respect and take photographs to be used as proof of any violation.  
 
[bookmark: _GoBack]A request was made by a resident to install a bin at the entrance to Pearly Beach but it was felt that this would be abused.  Domestic rubbish is being put on the sidewalks and in receptacles outside some properties during the week - other than on a collection day (Monday.)  Only 2 bags of domestic rubbish and one bag of garden refuse may to be placed out for collection on a Monday.  Jason to take photographs of offenders and Shirley will forward to the municipality for action to be taken. 

A speed dip will be requested outside Stasie 7.

There is still a major problem with speeding and ignoring the stop signs at cnr Arcadia and Central Streets.  A raised platform similar to the one at Castle Beach will be built in the new year. 

It was further noted that following the ravaging March fire, the Department of Environmental Affairs and Planning in the Western Cape Government was requested to undertake an inspection of the fire risk on the agricultural land surrounding PB.  The land owners have been instructed to clear fire breaks around the perimeters of their properties.

Building Plans and Developments

No information available from the municipality.

Report-back from Ward Councilor

A rates increase of 5.7% is expected in the new financial year given the current inflation rate. Electricity may increase by 12.5% but this has not been confirmed by NERSA.

Anti-Poaching operations will hopefully continue in the new year.
