WARD COUNCILLOR’S REPORT

Alderman Coetzee presented a report produced by Fairbridges Wertheim Becker Attorneys pointing out the different roles of SAPS and the local municipality with regard to maintaining law and order in the case of unrest.  It was made clear that a local municipality does not have a mandate to maintain law and order.  This is the duty of SAPS. 

He opened the floor for any questions:

Plot Clearing

[bookmark: _GoBack]It was confirmed that if a resident is unhappy about a plot being overgrown, they should contact the municipality, who in turn contact the fire department who will inspect the property.  If the fire department’s assessment is in agreement that it needs to be cleared, a letter is then written to the owner.  If the owner does not respond the matter can be taken to court to force the owner to react. 

Can the Drop off Zone be opened over the weekend?

Alderman Coetzee responded by saying that it is run and manned by a private contractor and cannot be open 24/7.  However he will discuss with this with the contractor and possibly arrange for the zone to be opened on weekends and closed on a Monday.  The Chairperson thanked Alderman Coetzee for his input.  


TREASURER’S REPORT

The Treasurer presented the financial report for 2018.  The figures are available on the Association’s website.  He encouraged members to approach their friends and family residing in Pearly Beach with a view to joining the PBRPA as membership needs to be increased.
