3.	The new traffic calming devices require painting of zebra 	chevrons and appropriate road markings or repainting where 	necessary.

4.	The boardwalks require continued maintenance, although this was 	carried out by the municipality before the holiday season 	commenced.  It was further noted that the “At own risk” signage 	boards have not yet been erected.

	Shirley will liaise with the Area Manager i.r.o the above and 	will report back to the committee in February.

	The state of the trees/shrubs at the Drop Off Zone was also a 	source of concern and needs to be monitored.
