APPROVAL OF MINUTES DATED 18 JANUARY 2019

The previous minutes were approved.  Proposed by Vivienne and seconded by Nelia.

Reneé Viljoen was co-opted as a member of the management committee of the PBRPA after the resignation of Wilma Brent.   Proposed by Vivienne and seconded by the Chairperson.  Reneé agreed to serve as Treasurer.  Peter would arrange to hand over the books and bank card before the next meeting in March.  Alderman Coetzee suggested that Reneé start afresh from 1 January 2019 with a new set of books as she will be working on the Pastel Accounting system.  Shirley will apply to ABSA business division for signing powers for the Treasurer on the account.
 
Shirley is busy working through the membership and residents lists and will circulate the draft AGM minutes to all those listed.  However she suggested that in future only paid up members and those who enjoy honorary membership status receive minutes and correspondence from the RPA.  Others are welcome to join the RPA or to visit our website.  The committee agreed with this suggestion.  

MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

Infrastructure and Maintenance

Broadway is currently being repaired, widened and prepared for dust sealing. Speed control measures will be installed. The road should be completed within a month.  
Therondraai, Puren and The Crescent are also being dust sealed.  All the new speed control measures in Pearly Beach will have chevrons painted on them and warning signs erected.  Shirley has requested that this be followed up with the Area Manager.  Peter will compile a list of the other roads in the village that need attention.  These will be done in the new financial year which begins in July 2019.   

A suggestion was made by the ward councilor at the AGM that part of The Esplanade be closed to traffic and that this section be used for pedestrians and cyclists only. Ald Coetzee advised that this will be advertised for public comment shortly.

It was noted that Law Street will not be closed at the intersection to Main Road, but that two speed control dips will be installed in this street to control traffic. 

Nelia asked that the road sign at Main and Newey be repaired.

An appeal has again been made to all homeowners to reflect their house numbers on the side of their house facing the road they live in.  This request will once again be advertised in the municipal bulletin where after a fine could be issued for non compliance by property owners.

Refuse is still an problem with many people placing their rubbish on the pavements prior to Monday morning.  This again could lead to a fine being issued by law enforcement.

Alderman Coetzee and Shirley attended a presentation by ornithologist, Dr Mark Brown, who has done an extensive study on marine birds and the effect that people and freely roaming dogs have on the breeding and nesting habits of some of these birds.  It was noted that in some cases the results are concerning as embryos can die if the parent is delayed in returning to the nest. 

A project has been implemented in Plettenberg Bay where certain areas, such as the red zone of the beach are dog free, others are green zoned where dogs are permitted to run free, while in orange zoned areas dogs are permitted on a leash. This project has been very successful.

The Overstrand municipality is investigating the possibility of implementing this in our area.
