MATTERS ARISING FROM THE PREVIOUS MINUTES
INFRASTRUCTURE AND MAINTENANCE:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Trees at the Drop-Off zone are looking good although the moles are uprooting a few. ECWP, once implemented will be able to weed, water and maintain the trees.  Alderman Coetzee will re-address the opening times of the Drop-Off zone as many residents feel it should be left open over weekends, as some people are throwing their garden refuse and domestic rubbish outside the gate, abusing the facility and causing a mess. 
Pete stated that Afsaal Beach parking area (in front of the resort) urgently needs an upgrade. 
A bin at Blue Water Bay would not be practical as the refuse removal would not be possible as it cannot be accessed.  It was also emphasized that home owners who rent out their properties should make guests aware that refuse is removed on a Monday and they should not put their rubbish on the sidewalk before Monday morning as it a contravention of the by law. 
The disabled toilet at Castle Beach needs signage. The sign has also been defaced.  The sign at Pearly Beach is incorrect as it says Castle Beach.  Alderman Coetzee will address this with Kat Myburgh and request that all the beach signage be corrected. 
Rotunda boardwalk is in need of repairs.  It was suggested that it be replaced -  but be buried in the sand to protect the wood.  Alderman Coetzee stated we would need to add this cost to our 2020/2021 ward budget.
  
REPORT BACK FROM WARD COUNCILLOR:
The continued “tarring” of roads will continue in the new financial year which begins in July 2019. 

Speed dips will be built in Vergesig and Rotunda.

The Esplanade will be addressed in the new financial year and a public participation process will begin soon. 
 
FINANCE AND MEMBERSHIP:
All files have been handed over to Reneé Viljoen.  
A decision was taken to transfer our bank account to Nedbank from ABSA.  Proposed by Vivienne and seconded by Reneé.  This procedure will take place gradually and the ABSA account will remain in place until signing powers are confirmed on the new Nedbank account, when the ABSA account will then be closed.  Reneé and Vivienne will visit Nedbank during the next couple of weeks to begin the process of changing over from ABSA. 
BUILDING PLANS AND DEVELOPMENTS:
By law any new houses built have to install a conservancy tank as opposed to a soak-away (septic tank) as these are no longer permitted.
