INFRASTRUCTURE AND MAINTENANCE:
Peter has taken photos of boardwalks which will be forwarded to the municipality for further action in the new financial year.
The yield sign which is painted on the road at the corner of Broadway and Arcadia needs to be removed as it is now a stop street.
It was stated that dips are 5 x less expensive than speed bumps and with the number of dips required in Pearly Beach it was decided to build these instead of speed bumps. Area Manager, Kat Myburgh can be contacted for any complaints with regard to the above.
Shirley will contact Director Neville Michaels to lodge a complaint against the kelp removal contractor as he is not securing his load and kelp is being dropped along the roads and on fynbos.
Alderman Coetzee has informed Director Roderick Williams at the municipality that the beach signage at Pearly Beach is incorrect.
Shirley will contact Kat Myburgh and ask that street signs be placed on both sides of the poles.  
REPORT BACK FROM WARD COUNCILLOR:
Alderman Coetzee will re-address the opening times of the drop-off zone as the committee believes it should be left open over weekends to avoid vast amounts of rubbish being dumped outside the gate.
The closing of The Esplanade will not need to go through a full public participation process as the road will not be de-registered, merely closed off at certain sections.
