MATTERS ARISING FROM THE PREVIOUS MINUTES
INFRASTRUCTURE AND MAINTENANCE:
Shirley has written to Director Neville Michaels with regard to the kelp removal contractor dropping kelp on the roads between the beach and the area behind the resort where the kelp is dried and shredded.  Director Michaels has responded that the situation will be monitored, but it must be reported to Overstrand Traffic as it occurs.
Damaged street signs across the village will be replaced and/or upgraded in the new financial year.
The Municipality has replaced the chain at the Village Green.
PBRPA RAFFLE PROGRESS:
Tickets are selling slowly.  The Raffle will continue to be promoted this year until all tickets are sold. 
FINANCE AND MEMBERSHIP:
A bank account has been opened at Nedbank.  The ABSA account will remain open until the 2019 AGM to allow residents to pay their membership fees.  The new banking details have been advertised on our website and members will be encouraged to begin using the Nedbank account ASAP.  Reneé will transfer half the money from the ABSA account into the Nedbank account.
Danny and Trudi van der Merwe were accepted as new members.  Proposed by Nelia and seconded by Vivienne. 
A further three Applications for Membership of the Association have been received. These will be reviewed before the next meeting.   
REPORT BACK FROM WARD COUNCILLOR
The 2019/22020 Municipal budget has been approved by Council and an amount of R1m has again been approved for dust control of roads in Pearly Beach.  Alderman Coetzee also suggested that funds be provided in the 2020/2021 ward specific budget for the repair/replacement of the boardwalks.

It was noted that the road leading into Pearly Beach is a provincial road and we would therefore have to approach the provincial government to reduce the speed from 80kmh to 60kmph.
Gansbaai Tourism has initiated a promotion drive to encourage tourists to visit smaller towns and villages in the Overstrand.  A large glass fibre penguin will be erected next to the Marine Kiosk on Main Road. Tourists visiting the area will be able to take “selfie” photographs and forward these to the Tourism office.
