MATTERS ARISING FROM THE PREVIOUS MINUTES

INFRASTRUCTURE AND MAINTENANCE
The Arcadia/Broadway intersection needs attention.  The yield sign painted on the road must be removed.  A Stop sign needs to be erected and there are potholes which need fixing.  A dip also needs to be installed as motorists do not stop at this intersection. 
People continue to dump garden and household refuse outside of the drop-off zone gate. We have again asked that the gate be left open at all times to prevent this happening.  Shirley will report the illegal dumping of garden refuse to the municipality.
The Castle Beach boardwalk has been completed.  There is concern that the walkway may be too elevated off the sand and that some planks might break.  It was suggested that thicker and stronger planks be used.  Alderman Coetzee will follow up with Bennie Kondokter.  
A liability sign needs to be erected at the start of the walkway as a matter of urgency.  The bird posters also need to be replaced. 
The walkway at Rotunda still requires repairing and signage.
The trees around the dump need to be weeded.  Shirley will discuss with Nomzi.
It was noted that the verges around the village will be mowed at the beginning of September.
