MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
INFRASTRUCTURE AND MAINTENANCE
The boardwalk at Castle Beach is still a problem. The last spring high tide destroyed part of the walkway and this will reoccur.  There is no wheelchair access at present.  Temporary repairs will be undertaken before the opening of the Blue Flag Status on Friday 29 November 2019.
A “No Dogs” allowed sign will be erected at Castle Beach before the season. This will be extended to other areas.  There will also be areas where dogs are allowed on a leash and where they can roam freely once the Dog Zoning programme is implemented. 
The Rotunda boardwalk is also in need of repairs.  A full repair has been budgeted for in the new financial year beginning in July 2020.

Alderman Coetzee will check that sprinkler system on the green is working properly.

This will be brought to the attention of the sub contractor.  It was also noted that there is no separation between waste and recycling materials.
