WELCOME & DEVOTIONS	
The Chairperson Shirley Coetzee welcomed everyone and opened the meeting in prayer. She reminded everyone of the Pearly Beach Conservancy AGM due to take place on the 20 December 2019. 

APPROVAL OF THE AGM MINUTES DATED 4 JANUARY 2019

WARD COUNCILLOR’S REPORT

Alderman Dudley Coetzee presented his report which is attached to the original of this minute and can also be viewed on the PBRPA website.  He then opened the floor for any questions:

Sakkie Zwaarts asked what progress was being made with the shelter which the municipality had indicated would be built to house the Fire trailer, purchased by the Neighborhood Watch.  Alderman Coetzee informed him that the Fire Fighters would have to sign a volunteer agreement with the municipality before this could be undertaken.  Chris van der Nest stated that he had refused to sign a Volunteer agreement as this would mean that the fire fighters would not be covered by the Municipal Insurance Policy.  Alderman Coetzee reiterated that signing of the Volunteer Agreement was a prerequisite should the Fire Fighters require assistance from the municipality.  He added that Volunteer Fire Fighters are not covered by municipal insurance.  Chris stated that they had already attended a meeting with Lester Smith, the Fire Chief to discuss this and there were alternate methods that could be followed.  Chris van der Nest requested that this discussion be minuted.

Gerald Henrici enquired when the old asbestos water pipes would be replaced.  Alderman Coetzee informed him that the pipes in the worst condition had already been replaced.  There is a maintenance budget for the Overstrand and Alderman Coetzee would ascertain exactly what portion of the budget would be allocated to Pearly Beach and where this would fall on the priority list.  

Dineke Stecher asked if street lights could be considered in the village.  Alderman Coetzee referred her to the Conservancy in this regard.  

Dineke then asked if Church Street would also be tarred and Alderman Coetzee replied that all the streets in Pearly Beach are included in the Dust Control tarring programme and will be tarred as and when funds become available.
