APPROVAL OF MINUTES DATED 26 NOVEMBER 2019
[bookmark: _GoBack]Jason requested that his portfolio on the committee be corrected to “Conservation Consultant.”  
With this amendment the previous minutes were approved, proposed by Vivienne and seconded by Nelia.
MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
INFRASTRUCTURE AND MAINTENANCE
Wilma reported that there are a several cement road signs that are broken or are not visible from the street.  Alderman Coetzee informed her that these will be phased out and that street sign poles will be erected in the future.  It was noted that the street sign at corner of Beach and Esplanade is broken. 
The shower/toilet at the Beach Road ablution facility has been vandalized.  Wilma will send Shirley photos of the damage and she will pass these onto to Kat Myburgh for repair.
The boardwalk at Noorkapper Close is also in need of repair. This was built by the homeowners.  Nelia suggested a letter be sent to the homeowners/body corporate. Alderman Coetzee will confirm with the municipality who is responsible for the upkeep of this boardwalk. 
A new manager has been appointed to oversee the Drop Off Zone.  Alderman Coetzee will address the state of the facility with him. 
Zola Street in Eluxolweni is also in dire need of a clean-up.  Alderman Coetzee will follow up with the municipality. 
Juanre de Vries from the Hermanus Fire Dept has checked on overgrown plots.  The road reserve from the corner of Harbour Road along Charlie van Breda Drive needs to be cleared as there is nowhere for pedestrians to walk. The road reserve should be 2m from the tarred surface.  It was noted that if notices have been issued by the municipality for residential properties to be cleared, that arrangements could be made that cut branches be left on the road reserve for chipping by the municipality.  Shirley stated that residents should be more vigilant and report if they see a mechanical cutter (“bossie slaaner”) being used to clear plots as this was illegal.

REPORT-BACK FROM WARD COUNCILLOR

It was noted that if the Firewatch do not sign the volunteer agreement with the municipality, no further progress can be made by the municipality in providing facilities for them.

The Anti-poaching initiative is on-going.  The demand for abalone in China has collapsed as they are now cultivating their own. 

As per the Constitution of the Republic South Africa, all dogs need to be registered and licensed.  According to the by-law of the Overstrand, pensioners and indigent persons do not need to pay for a license - although they will still need to register their animals with the municipality.  Only two dogs per household are permitted.  A special permit is required for additional dogs to be kept and this is only granted at the discretion of the Area Manager.
